We have held working bees
over summer and we are truly
grateful to all those who have
turned up to clear weeds from
graves and clean headstones.
BNZ staff volunteered to help
as part of their ‘Closed for
Good’ community service day.
Around 90 students and some

College spent a day working at
the Cemetery. They were
joined by two members of
Victoria University’s Catholic
Chaplaincy, and all worked
hard to give the Cemetery a
good tidy up. Thank you to our
neighbour Victoria University
for providing practical assis-
tance such as arborists to
remove trees. The University is
building a viewing platform,
designed by Athfield Archi-
tects, which will look across
the Cemetery to the harbour.

The French Ambassador and
the Alliance Frangaise, as well
as the Italian community, have
taken an active interest in resto-
ration plans. Some of the first
French Marist missionaries,
who came to New Zealand in
1838, rest at Mount Street.

Funding support

We are very grateful to the
Wellington City Council for a
grant to carry out ground

penetrating radar (GPR) on
the present ‘main path’, which
forms part of the City to Sea
Walkway. GPR will permit
identification of burial sites
and optimal location of the
path. The Lion Foundation has
also provided a very generous
grant of $6000 for an initial
set of headstone repairs.
